A NEW cd for Paolo 
Lattanzi, a young Macerata-
born drummer and 
composer relocated to the 
Usa. After his debut with 
“Night Dancers” the 
musician presents 
“Multitude” with the 
“Characteristic Pitches”, 
introducing a new group and 
an original repertoire. The 
captivating and creative 
arrangements emphasize 
the improvisational 
capabilities of this sextet, 
enriched by the participation 
of renowned trombonist 
Robin Eubanks, known by 
many as a member of Dave 
Holland’s quintet.  
«The improvisation – 
explains Lattanzi – doesn’t 
always adopt the same role 
in jazz. Depending on the 
style its importance can vary 
significantly. In some cases 
the theme is stated briefly 
and the improvisation covers 
the main role. I think that the 
composition should have a 
strong character and that 
the improvisation, on the 
contrary, should be as 
spontaneous as possible. 
Robin Eubanks’ participation 
was an exciting turn that 
took place only a couple of 
weeks prior to the recording 
date». Recorded in Boston, 
“Multitude” is published by 
Silta Records and 
distributed by Ird.
